Scripture Thoughts

whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are
Just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things
are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if
there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think
on these things.” (Philippians 4:8)

3. Serve the Lord

“Commit thy works unto the LORD, And thy thoughts
shall be established.” (Proverbs 16:3)

4. Saturate Your Mind with Right Thinking
“For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he: Eat and
drink, saith he to thee; But his heart is not with thee.”
(Proverbs 23:7)
